Resolution

In view of the recommendations of sixth pay commission of Central Government, State
Government has set up the State Pay Revision Committee,2008 under the Chairmanship of
Shri.P.M.A.Hakim to revise the pension of State Government pensioners. As per the
recommendation of the committee Govt. vide GR dated 27th Feb.2009 referred to above at
sr.no.2 has decided to revise the pension/family pension of the pensioners/family pensioners.
Accordingly, Government is pleased to introduce the following modifications in the rules
regulating Pension, Retirement/Death Gratuity,and Family Pension under the Maharashtra
Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 and commutation of pension under Maharashtra Civil
Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1984 which will apply to State Government

employees and others governed by the above rules.

Date of Effect :

2. The revised provisions as per these orders shall apply to State Government servants
who retire/die in harness on or after 1st January, 2006. Separate orders have been issued in
respect of employees who retired before 1st January 2006 under Government Resolution GR
dated 5th May 2009 referred to above at sr.no.3.

3. Where Pension/Family Pension/Gratuity/Commutation of Pension has already been
authorised or yet to be authorised in cases of retirement/death occurring on or after 1st January

2006, the same shall be revised in terms of these orders.



Pay :

4. The term "Pay" for purposes of calculating various pensionary benefits shall mean basic
pay as defined in Rule 9 (36)(i) of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982, which
the Government servant was receiving immediately before his retirement or on the date of his
death.

5. The term "Pay" in these orders means the pay in the revised scales promulgated under
the Maharashtra Civil Services (Revised Pay) Rules, 2009.

Pension :

6. Minimum qualifying service will be 20 years from 1st January,2006 for all
cases.Therefore the provision of addition to qualifying service is deleted from 1st January,
2006. Rule 66(A) relating to addition to qualifying service under the Maharashtra Civil Services
(Pension) Rules, 1982, shall stand modified to this extent. After completing 20 years of
qualifying service, a government servant who retires on superannuation/by Voluntary, pension
shall be paid at 50 % of the emolument or average emoluments received during last 10
months, whichever is more beneficial to him. All pension/family pension cases after 1/1/2006
where pension has been fixed by adding years in qualifying service should be reviewed with
above formula and according pension/family pension should be refixed. However, such pension
will be suitably reduced pro-rata, where the pensioner has less than the required 20 years
minimum qualifying service for pension as per rule 110 of the Maharashtra Civil Services
(Pension) Rules, 1982,

Retirement Gratuity/Death Gratuity :

7. Retirement /Death Gratuity shall be calculated on the basic pay as defined in Rule 9
(36)(i) of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982.The upper ceiling of maximum

amount of gratuity i.e. 16 times of pay or Rs.Five Lakh, whichever is less.

Family Pension, 1964 :

8. Family Pension shall be calculated at a uniform rate of 30% of Basic pay in all cases.
The enhanced family pension shall be payable to the family of a Government servant for a
period of ten years from the date of death of the Government servant who dies while in service
w.e.f.1st January,2006. Rule 116 (4) (a) (i) of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules,
1982, shall stand modified to this extent w.e.f. 1st January, 2006.

Commutation of Pension :

9. If a Government servant opts to commute his pension, as per Rule 5 (1) of the
Maharashtra Civil Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1984, the amount of commutation
should not be less than 40% and it should not exceed the limit of 40% w.e.f.1/1/2006. The



cases of pensioners who have retired/dead after 1/1/2006, and have already taken commutted
value as per old rates, should be reviewed with revised value and rates from 1/1/2006. If the
revised value is less than the lumpsum paid earlier than the recovery of excess amount should
be adjusted from the arrears. The revised rates for commutted amount are given in Annex.|
The existing table of Commutation value for Pension annexed to the Maharashtra Civil

Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1984 shall be substituted by a new table.

Dearness Relief :

10. The period and monthly rates of dearness relief on the Pension/Family Pension

from 1st January, 2006 are as follows :

Sr.No. | Period Monthly rates of D.A.
1 From 1st January 2006 0
2 From 1st July 2006 2%
3 From 1st January 2007 6%
4 From 1st July 2007 9%
5 From 1st January 2008 12%
6 From 1st July 2008 16%

11.  Pension should be revised from 1st January, 2006. But the pensioners will get
revised pension from 1st April, 2009. The arrears due to revision (Pension/Family
Pension, Commutation) with effect from 1st January, 2006 to 31st March, 2009 (both
days inclusive) should be paid in cash in 5 equal installments over the next 5 years
after adjusting the excess recovery due to commutation if any and the amount of
advance sanctioned vide Government Resolution No.PEN 1008/CR 99/SER-4 dated
27/10/2008 in the first installment.

12. In cases of State Government Servants who retire/die-in-harness on or
after 1st January,2006, the usual procedure for determination and authorisation
of pensionary benefits as laid down in the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension)
Rules, 1982 and Maharashtra Civil Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1984

should be followed.

13. Government is also pleased to direct that the above decision should, mutatis
mutandis apply to those Pensioners of Recognised and Aided Educational Institutions,
Non-Agricultural Universities and affiliated Non-Government Colleges and Agricultural

Universities etc., to whom the pension scheme is made applicable.
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14. Formal amendments to the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982
and Maharashtra Civil Services (Commutation of Pension} Rules, 1984 in terms of the
decisions contalned n this order will be issued soparately. Provisions of the
Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 and Maharashtra Civil Services
(Commutation of Penslon): Rules, 1984 which are not specifically modified by these
orders vi{ill remain unaffected.

15. In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Section 248 of the
Maharashtra Zilia Parishadas and Panchayat Samiti's Act 1961 (Mah.V of 1962) and of
all the other powers enabling it in that behalf, Government is further pleased to decide
that the above decisions apply te the pehsioners of Zilla Parishadas.

16. The expenditure on this account should be debited to the Budget Heads to
which the Pensions of the Pensioners mentioned in the above paras are debited and
should be met frorh the grants sanctioned thereunder. However, if necessary,
concerned Administrative Departments of Mantralaya should take necessaty steps to
present Supplementary Demands in the ensuing session of the Leglsiature to cover
expenditure to be mcurred in respect of aforesaid Pensloners '
